Jul In collaboration with the Lisac International, we conducted a monthly meal delivery 
program for 120 elderly individuals, aiming to provide them with love and help them 
overcome feelings of depression.

13 Jun A talk on Long COVID-19 was held, featuring Dr. Jacob Chik as the main speaker. 
 

Jun According to Dr. Jacob Chik 's prescription, 600 epidemic prevention sachets were 
made, given to participants of the Long Covid Talk and sold at cost price, and then 700 
were made due to multiple inquiries. 
Starting from June this year, Mr Ma Shek Sang will be offering a pain management 
course at CROSSPOINT, targeting missionaries, pastoral workers, theology students, and 
personnel from organizations. The aim of the course is to equip them with the skills to 
use medical expertise in their missionary work. Additionally, Mr Ma will also provide 
treatment for individuals with pain every Tuesday, Friday, and Wednesday mornings. 

 

 
 

Mar - Apr Due to the severity of the pandemic, three separate purchases of testing kits were made 
and distributed to individuals in need through various churches and organizations. The 
first batch consisted of 7,500 boxes, which were donated to 14 churches and 
organizations. The second batch included 7,450 boxes, distributed among 8 churches 
and organizations. Finally, the third batch consisted of 2,310 boxes, which were donated 
to 14 churches and organizations.

For patients who are currently in isolation and do not have any family or  
friends available to collect their prescribed medication, our organization arranges 
for volunteers to deliver the medicine to their doorstep.
